	Our Vision
	At Riseley C of E Primary School, reading underpins all of our planned topics, with carefully selected texts used to support children’s interests and understanding.  We aim to ignite a love and passion for reading in all our children.  Reading is split into decoding (word reading), prosody (reading with expression) and text/language comprehension. We intend to immerse children in a language rich environment, through talking, listening, sharing quality texts, rhymes and songs on a daily basis.  A strong foundation in language comprehension is vital for both reading and writing.  We intend to build children’s word reading and writing skills through our chosen synthetic phonics programme called ‘Little Wandle’, where children learn to orally blend and spell, segment and discriminate between the sounds they hear and read words by blending sounds together.  With daily discreet phonics lessons, alongside applying skills with a purpose through their own interests and play, we aim for children to be fluent, confident readers and writers by the end of Reception, who show interest and enjoyment as they read and write in and out of school.

	Educational Programmes
	It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).

	‘In the moment’ opportunities
Role of the Adult
	We aim to provide children with a literacy rich environment where mark making, reading and writing opportunities are readily available for children and children build confidence to use Literacy skills in their play regularly and purposefully. Areas of learning during continuous provision or ‘busy learning’ as referred to by the children. are enhanced as adults observe, scaffold and support children’s learning through play.  We refer to our KEY SKILLS document linked to the Statutory Framework, to support ‘next steps’ of progress.
It is vital for skilled adults to demonstrate how print carries meaning and can serve a purpose to us in our play and learning.  We recognise this does not always happen naturally for children and they may lack confidence to have a go, therefore adults must begin by scribing for children, modelling and talking through their ideas and processes, encouraging children to support with spelling, writing letters they are familiar with before they will write independently.  Through regular modelling and encouragement children will begin to incorporate literacy into their play.  Adults will also share their enjoyment for reading, sharing books, be seen reading themselves and be available to read with children when they choose to.

Discuss and match the parts of a beanstalk plant, preparing the children from later topic work in Summer b)
Use language of time – first, then, next and finally.

-Short, clear direct factual sentences based around a theme.
-Imperative (bossy) language
