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SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY
The children at Riseley Church of England Primary School have a uniform which reflects the high aspirations of the School community.  It is School policy that all children are expected to wear school uniform at all times, unless there is a non-uniform day to raise money for charity. This fosters a feeling of belonging to our community, and helps children feel equal to each other.

Parents are asked to send their children to School wearing the School uniform once the child is in the Reception Class (i.e. the September after their 4th birthday). We do not expect children in our Nursery setting to wear School uniform. They are welcome to wear their own comfortable clothing to School.
The School colours are purple, grey and black.

	PE KIT – ALL children from Rec to Year 6
All children should wear the following items for PE lessons. It is essential that these items are kept in School at all times.

Most of the School uniform and PE kit may be purchased at the School office.

FOOTWEAR
Children must have suitable footwear for school; well-fitted shoes (no boots), fastened with laces, buckles or Velcro, without pointed toes, high heels or open-toes. Trainers for PE should be suitable for sport and fit well.
If a child needs to wear waterproof boots in inclement weather, they will need shoes to change into once in School.

BOOKBAGS – Rec to Year 5
Black or purple
HAIR
No “fashion” or extreme hairstyles, including hair gel. Minimum Grade 2, with no tramlines or patterns shaved into the hair or the eyebrows.  For health and safety reasons, and to prevent obscuring eyesight, long hair should be tied back at all times with a plain hairband or clip.  Hairbands should be plain, in School colours.

OTHER
No jewellery at all should be worn except small stud earrings. Jewellery includes rings, bracelets, necklaces, ankle chains.  Earrings should not be worn during PE lessons for safety reasons.
No facial piercing of any kind.
No nail varnish or make-up should be worn.
Children will be allowed to wear watches if used sensibly. Novelty watches should not be worn. Teachers reserve the right to request removal of inappropriate ones.
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
