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Year 5 Class Information
Spring Term 2019
Dear Parents,

Welcome back for the Spring Term.  The curriculum coverage for this term in year 5 will be:

MATHS:-  This term we will be looking at the following topics ; Number, statistics, geometry, fractions, decimals and percentages and measures.  Please could you continue to ensure that the children know and are confident with their times tables in order to help with the mental arithmetic aspect of Maths.
ENGLISH:- This term we will be looking at the features of fables myths and legends. As well as writing their own versions of fables, myths and legends, they will create their own abstract poems. We will then use the vehicle of narrative poetry to lead into investigating features of newspapers. Following this they will write their own newspaper reports.
SCIENCE:- The Topics we will be covering this term in Science are: Humans and other animals, Light, Variation and classification.
ICT:-We will be working with spreadsheets this term and looking at formulaes.  We will also use laptops and IPads to support work in other subjects, including internet research, and use of word, publisher and powerpoint software.
HISTORY: - Invaders and Settlers
The Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the Confessor and his death in 1066.
GEOGRAPHY: - Once we have completed our study of the local area we will start our topic of ‘People and Places’
HOMEWORK:-In line with PSHE aims it is important to encourage your child to think about their own well-being and how they can improve their independence. Despite this, it would be appreciated if you could support your child by ensuring that they have completed homework tasks set and/ or you have made me aware of any issues they may have had. 

SPELLINGS:-Please also ensure your child practises their spellings at least 3 times a week. These are given out on a Friday, with a test the following Friday.

READING:- Reading is key to everything in your child’s school life!  Please ensure your child brings their reading book to school every day as ‘ERIC’ often takes place!   Pupils should be reading for 30 minutes EVERY DAY.
Please encourage your child to read for pleasure.  Please spend a few minutes listening to your child read each day.  Please read TO your child too.  This is not only a special time between you but really does help foster a love of reading.

PE:- In Year 5 we have lessons on Wednesdays and Thursdays so please ensure their kit is in school on these days.  We will have some sessions outdoors as well as indoors, so please provide your child with warm layers to add to their existing PE kit.  (Base layers, tracksuits/jogging bottoms/sports jackets etc).

Other reminders:
*Please send in a named water bottle for your child to use in the classroom each day.
* Being a ‘Healthy School’ means that we advocate only fresh fruit/vegetables.  (No nuts, as there are children in school with severe allergies).  Pupils need to make sure that morning snacks are healthy, as well as contents of packed lunches as well.
*A reminder that pupils are to put their packed lunches in the trolleys at the start of the morning.  These then will be locked until lunchtime, where pupils deposit their boxes after lunch.  Pupils can retrieve their lunch boxes as they leave the playground at the end of the day.
